Having read this waver and knowing these facts and in consideration of your accepting my entry, I for myself and anyone entitled 
to act on my behalf, waive and release the Citrus Road Runners, Chris Moling, DRC Sports, City of Inverness, Citrus County Sheriff’s Office, Camp Spirit 5K, and all other sponsors, their representatives 
and successors from all claims or liabilities of any kind arising out of my participation in this event even though that liability may arise out of negligence or carelessness on the part of the person named in 
this waiver.  I also agree that I may be examined and treated if necessary during the course of the race by qualified race personnel in the event medical problems of any cause arise.  The race officials or 
qualified personnel have the right to remove me from the race if, in their opinion, I may be suffering from a life threatening condition.
